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Don’t Waste Your Suffering
Suffering does not always mean you are sinning.
Suffering does accomplish God’s purposes.

1. God uses persecution to advance the gospel (Acts 8:1,4)

2. God uses persecution to raise up believers (1 Peter 3:13-17)

3. God uses persecution and suffering to reveal whether our faith is true or false (Matthew 13:20, 1 Peter 1:6-7)

4. God uses suffering to mature us as Christians (James 1:2-4; Hebrews 12:4-11)

5. God uses suffering to equip us for ministry (2 Corinthians 1:3-7)

6. God uses suffering to teach us dependence (1 Peter 4:12-19)

7. God uses suffering to bring us glory and reward (Romans 8:17; Matt 5:10-12)

2. Read through 1 Peter looking for instructions on how we are to handle suffering.
