1. Preach Jesus where He is hated (Acts 9:20-21)

2. Preach that Jesus is God (Acts 9:20)

Jesus is God

· He claimed it Himself (Luke 22:70).

· Satan recognized it (Mat 4:3,6) [if ( since]

· The demons recognized it (Mat 8:29)

· The Centurion recognized it (Mat 27:54)

· God announced it (Luke 9:35)
· Jesus proved it by rising from the dead (Rom 1:5)
3. Preach that Jesus is the Christ (Acts 9:22)

A Few Old Testament Prophecies that Jesus Fulfilled

· Jesus had to be born of a virgin (Gen 3:15; Isaiah 7:14).  In Bethlehem (Micah 5:2)

· He had to be a descendant of David (1 Chronicles 7:10-14; 2 Sam 7:11-16)

· He would be the Son of God (Psalm 2)

· He would be proceeded by a forerunner (John the Baptist) (Isaiah 40:3-5; Malachi 3:1)

· He would enter Jerusalem on a donkey (Zechariah 9:9-10)

· He would be rejected by both Jew and Gentile (Psalm 2)

· He would suffer and be crucified (Psalm 22; Isaiah 53)

· He would rise again (Psalm 16; Isaiah 53)

4. Preach Jesus despite opposition (Acts 9:21-31)
