1. Start in your comfort zone (Acts 13:4-5)

2. Speak the Word of God (Acts 13:5-6a)

3. Stand up against opposition (Acts 13:6-12)

1. What talents, interests and experiences has God given you?  What groups can you naturally relate to? How will you work to develop relationships with unbelievers in these types of groups?
