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Jesus is the Main Thing
1. Jesus is the point of history (Acts 13:13-23)

2. Jesus is the fulfillment of prophecy (Acts 13:25-37)

Prophecies Jesus fulfilled on the cross:

Psalm 109:25 -- People would wag their heads (Matt 27:39)

Psalm 22:17 -- People would stare (Luke 23:35)

Psalm 22:18 – His executioners would divide his clothes by lot (John 19:23-24)

Psalm 69:21 – He would be given vinegar and gall for thirst (Matt 27:34)

Psalm 22:1 – He was forsaken by God (Matt 27:46)

Psalm 31:5 – He committed His spirit to the Father (Luke 23:46)
Psalm 34:20 – His bones were not broken (John 19:33)

Zechariah 12:10 – His side was pierced with a spear (John 19:34)

3. Jesus is the hope of sinners (Acts 13:38-41)
