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Finishing the Job
To finish the job of planting churches we must

1. Preach the gospel and make disciples (Acts 14:21)

2. Prepare the church to suffer (Acts 14:21-22)

3. Appoint elders and entrust the church to God (Acts 14:23-28; cf. 1 Tim 3:1-7, Titus 1:5-9)

Questions for Reflection, Application, Family Discussion and Further Study:

1. Why is it necessary to suffer to enter heaven?
2. Read through 1 Timothy 3:1-7 and Titus 1:5-9.  If you are an elder, does this describe you?  If you are not, are you growing in these qualities?  Remember all Christians are to imitate their elders as they follow Christ, so these should be increasingly true of you.

3. Why is it important to pick the right men as elders? What happens to churches that don’t follow God’s instructions in this?
