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Finishing the Job, Part 2
To finish the job of planting churches we must

1. Preach the gospel and make disciples (Acts 14:21)

2. Prepare the church to suffer (Acts 14:21-22)

3. Appoint elders and entrust the church to God (Acts 14:23-28; cf. 1 Tim 3:1-7, Titus 1:5-9)

Questions for Reflection, Application, Family Discussion and Further Study:

1. Read Acts 15:6-29, 20:17-35, 1 Timothy 4, 14 and 5:17, James 5:14-15, 1 Peter 5:1-5.  What responsibilities do elders have?

2. Read 1 Timothy 3:1-7 and Titus 1:5-9.  Examine your life in light of these qualities.  If you are a man do you desire to be an elder?  If not, are you imitating your elders as they follow Christ?

3. Read Hebrews 13:17.  What is your responsibility in this passage? In what specific areas do you need to grow in living out this responsibility.

4. Commit to praying at least one day a week that God will protect the elders of your church and that He will continue to raise up men who are called to this work.
